Amended Case #13-13, 711 S. Kirkwood Rd (Landmark #93 — Manor Grove) — The
Commission discussed the design of the new monument sign and the change
from the submittal in December to include more brick and less stone to tie into
the materials of the building. Comr. Enslin made a motion to approve the
monument sign as submitted. Comr. Smith seconded the motion and it was
unanimously approved.

Case #14-04, 700 S. Kirkwood Rd (Landmark #67 — Nipher School) — The
Commission discussed the new pre-fab, outdoor pavilion to be placed on the
previously constructed concrete pad in the southeast corner of the school
building. Brick will be added around the columns at a later time, instead of the
stone as shown in the submitted sketch. Comr. Ward made a motion to approve
the pavilion as submitted. Comr. Rubright seconded the motion and it was
unanimously approved.

Amended Case #13-06, 1051 Barberry Lane (Meramec Highlands Historic District)
— The applicant made changes in the approved plans to the garage and front
entry doors. After review of the new doors by the Commission, Comr. Enslin
made a motion to approve the garage doors and front entry door as constructed.
Comr. Ward seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved.
