2. Brick material at base of porch foundation and column piers; 
3. Provide square baluster hand rail and railing per building code;  
4. Owner to utilize attached sketch, rendered by Comrs. Labruyere & Enslin, to update 
the architectural front elevation; 
And, with a recommendation/suggestion that siding width be at least 7" exposure.
