Kirkwood, Missouri: The City of Kirkwood will dedicate a Memorial Walkway on May 30, 2010,
at 1:00 p.m., in memory of the public servants who lost their lives on February 7, 2008. The
Memorial Walkway is located along the north perimeter of Kirkwood City Hall, 139 S. Kirkwood
Road, adjacent to the train tracks. The dedication will take place on the steps of City Hall.

The dedication service will be short, with comments by Arthur McDonnell, Kirkwood Mayor,
and Herb Jones, who chaired the Memorial committee. Dan Jackson will play “Amazing Grace”
on the bag pipes. More details will follow. The ceremony should last about a half hour.

The Walkway will be closed to the public from 11:00 a.m. on the 30t until it is opened at the end
of the dedication ceremony. Kirkwood Road will be closed beginning at about noon between
Argonne and Madison. Parking will be available in the garage behind Station Plaza and in City
lots in and around downtown, but the City Hall parking lot will be closed.
