CITIZEN COMMENTS: There were no citizen comments.

APPROVAL OF DECEMBER 18, 2018 MINUTES: Agnes Garino moved that the minutes be approved; seconded by Glenda Hares.  Motion carried, and minutes approved.

COMMITTEE REPORTS

   PHOTO COMPETITION: Agnes Garino reported that the Photo Contest will accept entries from 3/15-6/30/19 with a theme of Cars and Guitars.  Process to enter remains the same.

   CREATIVE COMMUNITY ALLIANCE/SCULPTURE ON THE MOVE: Agnes Garino reported that the information on new entries for 2019 should be made available by 2/15/19. 

   ART AT THE STATION: Discussion was held regarding issues surrounding the current display.  Zoe Perkins will be available to assist with installation of the next display at the end of January.  Zoe Perkins is working on a job description for those assisting with the installation process to make it easier to include volunteers in the operation.

A discussion was held regarding a midday concert by the St. Louis Opera Theatre on June 24 at First Presbyterian Church in Kirkwood.  A motion was made by Agnes Garino, seconded by Jim Weidman that the Commission support this effort, but not be consider it a part of the Making Music concert series.  Motion approved unanimously.  The Kirkwood Arts Foundation has agreed to financially support the concert.  Gary Hochberg will serve as liaison for the Commission to the concert. 

   KIRKWOOD ARTS FOUNDATION: Jim Weidman reported on the Foundation’s end of year Financial Report.  He also reported that Art McDonnell has been elected the new President of the Foundation, Christy Beckmann, Vice President, Wallace Ward, Secretary, and Greg Booth Treasurer.

   BRANDING INITIATIVE:  Zoe Perkins reported that two graphic artists had indicated an interest in helping develop a graphic style for Commission documents.  Zoe will develop a list of documents the Commission uses and see if the City’s Public Information Officer can meet with the volunteers to determine a course of action.

   MAKING MUSIC ANNOUNCEMENT:  Discussion was held regarding publishing the Making Music concert series in the City’s Utility bills during the month of March.  It was determine that would be better to publish the schedule in May while finding a way to promote the May kickoff concert in March through a different method. 

CALL FOR VOLUNTEERS: It was reported that the initial call for volunteers had generated 4+ responses.  Because the appeal appeared in the Eye on Kirkwood during the period between Christmas and the New Year the Commission requested that the appeal be repeated.
