I. Review of June 26, 2019 Committee Report

II. Site Logistic Requests 
Curt took the floor.  If anyone would like to make any additions to maintenance requests Curt has the forms for you to fill out.  Matt Barthelmass mentioned that Kid’s Day would be the neediest of help as we have two new committee members. VIII. Kid’s Day: Carrie Ernst and April Barthelmass- Information was received from Amy, an employee of Hansen’s Tree Company that they want to do a presentation. They would like to be involved in the Kid’s Day area.  Amy and the Kid’s Day Committee Chairs talked about all kinds of cool kid ideas like making jewelry with wood collected from trees to tree climbing displays (with the proper safety equipment) to rides in the bucket truck.  They also discussed educational displays about composting and the emerald ash borer and a tree photo booth.  Amy understands that some of these activities will require them to provide additional insurance and the fact Hansen’s will need to get a waiver signed by children’s parents etc.  Murray was not sure if we had the space for everything they wanted to do.  A private meeting between Murray and Kid’s Day Committee chairs will occur.  The Kid’s Day Chairs will meet with Vetta Sports tomorrow to discuss the inflatables and everything that entails.  SSM is concerned about the helmets.  They have 100 for each day and because of staffing constraints they will leave after 100 of the helmets are distributed each day.
