Sign Review - New Business

Case No. 02-19S –11022 Manchester Rd –RF Home Co , Zoning B-4 – Melissa Conklin with Landmark Sign Company, applicant. New wall sign: 94” x120”= 78.33 sq. ft. New double-sided monument sign: 144”x 49” = 48.9 (x2 = 97.8) sq. ft Total signage = 176.13 sq. ft.  Curt Rafferty made a motion to approve as submitted.  Dick Gordon seconded motion.  Unanimously approved.

Case No. 03-19S – 935 S Kirkwood Rd – Baptiste Power Yoga St. Louis – Zoning B-3 – Julie Bergfeld, applicant.  (2) new signs.  Marquee: 1.8 sq ft. x 3.6 sq. ft = 6.48sq. ft. Ground: 3.25 sq. ft  x 8 sq. ft = 26sq. ft.  Total signage = 32.48 sq. ft. Don Anderson made a motion to approve as submitted.  Don Hussman seconded motion.  Unanimously approved.

Case No. 04-19S – 11208 Manchester Rd – The Needlepoint Clubhouse – Zoning B-3 – Ziglin Signs, applicant.  (2) new wall signs.  Wall:  84”x 42”= 24.5 sq. ft. Wall: 120”x 53.7” = 44.75 sq. ft.  Total signage = 69.25 sq. ft.  Dick Gordon made a motion to approve for final review with the following changes: 1) Entirety of both signs black in color.  2) Space after capital ‘N’ be greater for clearer legibility.  Don Anderson seconded motion.  Unanimously approved.

Case No. 05-19S – 130 W Monroe Ave. – The Riggan Law Firm – Zoning B-2 – Kelly Signs & Graphics, Applicant.  (1) new ground sign 6’ x 2’ = 12 sq. ft.  Total signage 12 sq. ft.  Curt Rafferty made a motion to approve as submitted.  Dick Gordon seconded motion.  Unanimously approved.

Residential Review - New Business

Case No. 01-19R – 9 Douglass Ln. – Zoning R-3 – Ken Burns, applicant. Second story addition.  Don Anderson made a motion to continue case.  Submit design to address materials, massing & window size on front elevation to be similar to existing.  The ARB board would like to see color rendering and/or 3-D image of proposed addition.  Dick Gordon seconded motion.  Unanimously approved.

Case No. 02-19R – 6 Windsor Ln. Zoning R-1 – Jeff Day & Assoc. c/o John Wimmer, applicant.  Addition to existing home.   Don Hussman made a motion to approve with the following changes for cursory review: 1) Add a roof awning over single car garage.  Curt Rafferty seconded motion.  Unanimously approved.

Case No. 10-19R – 136 Morningside Dr. Zoning R-4 – Joe Roeser, applicant.  Addition – master suite & kitchen. Don Anderson made a motion to approve as submitted.  Curt Rafferty seconded motion.  Unanimously approved.

Don Anderson made a motion to approve for final review with the following changes: 1) Change both chimney materials to brick or stone.  2) Rear chimney must extend to ground or be removed.  3) Separate windows to the right on front elevation (in garage) enough to add shutters.  4) Add brick or stone facing on retaining wall.  Don Hussman seconded motion.  Unanimously approved. 

Case No 12-19R – 235 Barter Ave. Zoning R-4 – Advantes Development, applicant.  Rear & second floor addition/detached garage.  Don Anderson made a motion to approve for final review with the following changes:  1) Windows on front elevation bay to match windows to the right. 2) Base of columns @ 20”, upper columns @ 16”.  3)  Front & rear curves of roof terminate at lowest point.  4) Exposed foundation to meet guidelines of maximum exposure of concrete; 24” on rear and sides, 12” in front.  Dick Gordon seconded motion. Unanimously approved.

Case No. 13-19R – 306 N. Woodlawn Ave. Zoning R-2 – John Jackson, applicant. One story family room addition and interior remodel. Curt Rafferty made a motion to approve for final review with the following required changes:  1) Windows on addition match existing.  Dick Gordon seconded motion.  Unanimously approved.

Case No. 14-19R – 1025 Bernice Ave. Zoning R-4 – Jay & Carolyn Sklar, applicant.  Rear addition.  Don Anderson made a motion to approve for final review with the following changes:  1) Window grids on addition match existing.  2) Basement walkout have step down to patio & install water capture system under deck.  3) Chimney height to code.  4) Extend deck past window frame to corner of exterior.  Dick Gordon seconded motion.  Unanimously approved
