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KIRKWOOD LANDMARKS COMMISSION MINUTES


Wednesday, January 9, 2019 at 7:00 p.m.
Kirkwood City Hall, City Council Chambers

Present: Commissioners Lynn Andel, Judith Brauer, Robert Rubright, Walter Smith, Jessica Worley, and Staff Liaison Amy Lowry

Guests: John Jackson and Jeffrey Schindler

The meeting was called to order at 7:02 p.m. by Actioning Chair Rubright with four Commissioners in attendance; Comr. Andel arrived at 7:10 p.m. in time to discuss and vote on agenda item 2a.

1. Approval of Minutes – Motion to approve the December 12, 2018 meeting minutes as submitted by Comr. Smith, seconded by Comr. Brauer and unanimously approved by the four Commissioners in attendance.
 
2. Certificate of Appropriateness
a. Case #01-19, 306 N. Woodlawn Avenue (Landmark #35, Singleton-Hartman House) – One story addition.  Homeowner John Jackson presented the plans for a one story addition in the southeast corner of the house.  The last major changes to the home occurred in November 1997 when the Commission approved replacement of windows and siding (wood to vinyl) on the house and roofing and doors on the detached garage/barn.  The Commission also approved additional changes to the detached garage/barn in 2001 to be converted in to a writer’s studio.  The Jacksons have lived in the house for one year and have proposed an addition they feel is appropriate to the style of the house.  Ms. Lowry said that while the addition is adjacent to Adams Avenue, it will not be visible due to the stone retaining wall and landscape.  Comr. Worley asked if the rounded louvered vent was replicated elsewhere on the house or whether it could be squared off instead.  She also questioned whether the pitch of the roof on the south elevation could be lowered to match the sunroom.  Comr. Andel said that might allow more light to the second floor windows.  After discussion, Comr. Worley made a motion in Case No. 01-19 to approve the plans for a one story addition with the conditions that the architect use a squared off louvered vent in the south elevation gable instead of the curved top and, if possible, lower the roof pitch of the south elevation gable to match the pitch of the sunroom roof.  Comr. Smith seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

3. New Business
a. 1032 N. Taylor Design Advice – Jeff Schindler presented plans for a new home for informal feedback from the Commission.  The Commission commended him for a design that fits in with the streetscape and discussed a few changes and clarifications, including:
· Use of stucco versus flat board.  The Commission preferred stucco in the cross gable and above the arched window, but would consider a flat board with texture.
· Wrapping of materials to the sides.  Ms. Lowry will check with the Building Commissioner on possible treatments.
· Adding windows.  Mr. Schindler said that the architect has already added windows in the rear 2nd story and he will explore adding another transom window in the master bath to match the one in the walk-in closet.
· Addition of pronounced brick keystones matching the main bricks above the door and windows.
· Changing the louvered vent above the entrance way to be more square, or if a vent is not required there, using a brick detail. 
· Confirmation that the entry vestibule will be all brick.
· The size of the entry door.  Investigate whether a larger door could be used?

b. Citizens Comments/Seeking Advice to preserve their historic properties – none.
