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KIRKWOOD LANDMARKS COMMISSION MINUTES

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

1. Approval of Minutes – Motion to approve the January 9, 2019 meeting minutes as submitted by Comr. Brauer, seconded by Comr. Smith and unanimously approved.

2. Certificate of Appropriateness
a. Case #02-19, 1032 N. Taylor Ave. (North Taylor Historic District) – Jeff Schindler presented plans for the new home with changes suggested by the Landmarks Commission at its January meeting. The Commission complimented Mr. Schindler on the design and on working with the Commission.  Comr. Brauer made a motion to approve the plans as submitted in Case #02-19.  Comr. Smith seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
b. Case #03-18 Amended, 305 N. Harrison Avenue (Landmark #18, Swan Cottage) – Mark Gorris presented minor changes to previously approved plans – including a shallower roof overhang on the addition, covered porch on Adams Avenue, and changes to the Adams Avenue side porch columns.  Comr. Smith made a motion to approve the plans as submitted in Case #03-18 Amended.  Comr. Andel seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.  
c. Case #03-19, 401 Clark Ave. (Landmark #16, Hazard House, East Monroe National Register District) – Alex Blaes presented the plans for a new detached garage with a contrasting look to the house.  Comr. Andel made a motion to approve the plans as submitted in Case #03-19 with the caveat that the materials be all one color.  Comr. Brauer seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.  
d. Case #12-18 Amended, 48 Ponca Trail (Meramec Highlands Historic District) – Mike Lawless presented plans with details of the porch roof that was requested by the Commission at its October 2018 meeting.  Comr. Raimist made a motion to approve the plans as submitted in Case #12-18.  Comr. Smith seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.  
e. Case #04-19, 700 S. Kirkwood Road (Landmark # 67, Nipher School) – Comr. Rubright made a motion to approve the plans as submitted in Case #04-19 for a new roof hatch at Nipher Middle School.  Comr. Smith seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

b. 2019 Favorite Building Awards – The Commission discussed the format of the Favorite Building Awards and the ceremony on May 8.
