Sign Review - New Business

Case No. 07-19S – 201 N Kirkwood Rd – Phone Doctor – Zoning B-2 – Can Dimirci, applicant.  7.04’ x 2.02’ = 14.22 sq. ft. Total signage 14.22 sq. ft.  Mike Chiodini made a motion to approve for final review with the following change: 1) Remove phone number and email from signage.  Curt Rafferty seconded motion.  Unanimously approved.  Permit may be issued after Landmark’s approval.

Residential Review – Old Business

Case No. 117-17R – 48 Ponca Trail – Zoning R-3 – Robert Lawless, Stonebridge Custom Homes, applicant. New single family residence.  Mike Chiodini made a motion to approve as submitted for final review.  Curt Rafferty seconded motion.  Unanimously approved.

Case No. 102-18R – 309 W Rose Hill Ave – Zoning R-4 – Chesterfield Development Group LLC, applicant. New single family residence.  Don Anderson made a motion to approve for final review with the following changes: 1) Change fixed picture type window (left elevation) to casement or double hung.  2)  Add a window in garage on left elevation. 3)  All window grids to match throughout house. 4)  Eliminate brackets except for three (3) at gables.  5) Roof on doghouse to have minimum 2.5 & 12” pitch.  6)  Stone on garage to wrap around sides of garage.  7)  Exposed foundation to meet guidelines of maximum exposure of concrete; 24” on rear and sides, 12” in front. Dick Gordon seconded motion.  Unanimously approved.

Residential Review - New Business

Case No. 20-19R – 745 Simmons Ave – Zoning R-4 – David Davis, applicant. New single family residence.  Don Anderson made a motion to approve for final review with the following changes:  1) Windows and trim to match throughout all elevations.  2) Submit cut-sheet of front door for cursory review.  3) Submit cut-sheet of garage door with windows in top panel for cursory review. 4) Space under front or rear porch to be enclosed with framed lattice panels.  5) Trim gable vents or change to triangular.  6)  Add sills and aprons to windows.  7) Increase size of the window in kitchen & toilet rooms.  Dick Gordon seconded motion.  Unanimously approved.

Case No. 24-19R – 401 Clark Ave – Zoning R-3 – Michael E. Blaes AIA, applicant.  New detached 2-car garage w/ attic & deck stairs.  Mike Chiodini made a motion to approve as submitted for final review.  Curt Rafferty seconded motion.  Unanimously approved.

Case No. 25-19R – 1724 Janet Pl – Zoning R-3 – Jared Linn, applicant.  Addition & detached garage.  Don Anderson made a motion to approve for final review with the following changes:  1) If needed: raise existing chimney to meet code requirements.  2) Add window to rear or side elevation of garage.  3)  Change base of columns in front from stone to brick or full wood.  4)  Submit deck plan for cursory review.  Dick Gordon seconded motion.  Unanimously approved.

Case No. 26-19R – 1032 N Taylor Ave – Zoning R-4 – Schindler Homes LLC, applicant.  New single family residence.    Don Anderson made a motion to approve for final review with the following changes: 1) Add (3) vertical (1x6) divisions to front elevation gable “Tudor style”.  2)  Add window over tub on left elevation.  3)  Add muntins to sliders in the rear elevation.  Mike Chiodini seconded motion.  Unanimously approved. 

Case No. 27-19R – 613 Brownell Ave – Zoning R-4 – Scharf Land Development, applicant. New single family residence.  Don Anderson made a motion to approve for final review with the following changes:  1) Bump out front elevation gable 4”.  2) Center windows appropriately, adjusting the left two towards the left.  3)  Change size of second story windows to match those on lower level windows.  4)  Add window to 2nd floor to make a total of (4).  5) Add band board to left & right side to divide 1st floor from basement.  6)  Exposed foundation to meet guidelines of maximum exposure of concrete; 24” on rear and sides, 12” in front. Mike Chiodini seconded motion.  Unanimously approved.

Case No. 28-19R – 523 W Jewel Ave – Zoning R-4  - Tom Schoeffel, applicant.  One story addition.
Don Anderson made a motion to approve for final review with the following changes:  1) Submit deck plans for cursory review.  2) New windows & trim to match those on existing house.  Mike Chiodini seconded motion.  Unanimously approved. 

Case No. 29-19R – 610 Pamela Ln – Zoning R-3 – Jim Doss, applicant.  Master bed/bath addition.  Dick Gordon made a motion to approve for final review with the following changes:  1) (2) windows in master bath & closet on east elevation to resemble windows in size and style on front elevation.  Mike Chiodini seconded motion.  Unanimously approved.

Case No. 30-19R – 444 N Van Buren Ave – Zoning R-3 – Michael E. Blaes, applicant.  2-car detached garage w/ attic. Dick Gordon made a motion to approve for final review with the following change:  1) Change arched windows on garage to rectangular.  Mike Chiodini seconded motion.  Unanimously approved.

Case No. 31-19R – 27 Barberry Ln – Zoning R-3 – Agape Construction, applicant. Front porch roof overhang addition.  Mike Chiodini made a motion to approve as submitted for final review.  Curt Rafferty seconded motion.  Unanimously approved.


Case No. 32-19R – 129 E. Maple Ave – Zoning R-4 - Prestige Custom Homes, applicant. New single family residence.  Don Anderson made a motion to approve for final review with the following changes:  1) Change fixed pane window on left elevation to (2) double hung or (2) casement.  2)  Add window to left elevation attic space above master bedroom.  3)  Add detail to top & bottom of front columns.  4) Continue vertical siding around right side on 2nd floor, left side have 1 x 10 to create change between vertical & horizontal siding.  5) Exposed foundation to meet guidelines of maximum exposure of concrete; 24” on rear and sides, 12” in front.  Mike Chiodini seconded motion.  Unanimously approved.


Case No. 33-19R – 588 Brookhaven Ct. – Zoning R-4  - Prestige Custom Homes, applicant. New single family residence.  Don Anderson made a motion to approve for final review with the following changes:  1) Add grids to basement sliders.  2) Window sizes on left elevation, 1st floor changed to 3012.  3) Return board & batten siding to left side to 1 x 10 brick.  Again, on right side back to the horizontal dormer.  4)  Change triangle on right elevation over garage to board & batten.  Mike Chiodini seconded motion.  Unanimously approved.

Case No. 34-19R – 533 Central Pl. – Zoning R-4 – Jemz Investments/ Mersad Smatic, applicant.  Second floor addition & carport.  Don Anderson made a motion to approve for final review with the following changes:  1) Add (2) windows on left side elevation 2nd floor bedroom.  2) Add picture framed lattice panels under deck.  3)  Separate & possibly enlarge windows on front elevation dormers.  4)  Window grids must match existing.  5)  Garage to return 2’ on each side.  Mike Chiodini seconded motion.  Unanimously approved.

Case No. 35-19R – 609 Belson Ct. – Zoning R-4 – Alan Ruby, applicant.  Rear addition & extended covered patio.  Don Anderson made a motion to approve for final review with the following change: 1) Window grids must match those on existing house.  Mike Chiodini seconded motion.  Unanimously approved.

Case No. 36-19R – 610 Linwood Blvd – Zoning R-4 – DP Villacis, applicant.  Second floor addition.  Don Anderson made a motion to approve for final review with the following changes:  1) Submit updated plan for front elevation, adding band board between brick & siding for cursory review.  2) Eliminate light fixture & shutters from front elevation.  3)  Add windows in garage door.  4)  Eliminate doors to bedroom.  4)  Add shake-style shingles.  Dick Gordon seconded motion.  Unanimously approved.

Don Anderson made a motion to approve for final review with the following changes:  1) Remove shutters on left elevation.  2)  Windows and trim must match those on existing house.  Mike Chiodini seconded motion.  Unanimously approved

Case No. 39-19R – 670 W Washington Ave. – Zoning R-4 – Mike Lewis, applicant.  New single family residence.  Don Anderson made a motion to approve for final review with the following changes:  1) Match upper & lower deck posts on rear deck (6x6).  2)  Add band board to bottom of siding along foundation (if Hardy siding is used).  3)  Add stamp to face of concrete porch if it is more than 12” exposed.  4) Exposed foundation to meet guidelines of maximum exposure of concrete; 24” on rear and sides, 12” in front.  Dick Gordon seconded motion.  Unanimously approved.

Case No. 40-19R – 345 Par Ln. – Zoning R-4 – Mike Lewis, applicant.  New single family residence.  Don Anderson made a motion to approve for final review with the following changes:  1) Exposed foundation to meet guidelines of maximum exposure of concrete; 24” on rear and sides, 12” in front.  If more than 12” exposed, add stone or stamp face of concrete porch.  Curt Rafferty seconded motion.  Unanimously approved.

Case No. 41-19R – 11818 Big Bend. – Zoning R-3 – Joey DiFranco, applicant.  Faux dormer, screened porch, garage addition.  Don Anderson made a motion to approve with the following changes for cursory review:  1) Extend dormer from the rear to the front & increase height.  2) Eliminate shutters.  Mike Chiodini seconded motion.  Unanimously approved.

Commercial Review – New Business

Case No. 01-19C – 1017 W. Adams Ave– Zoning R-1 – John Wheadon, applicant.  New studio, annex & maintenance garage.  Mike Chiodini made a motion to approve with the following changes for cursory review:  1) Ground face block be an earth tone color.  2) Exposed foundation to meet guidelines of maximum exposure of concrete; 24” on rear and sides, 12” in front.  Dick Gordon seconded motion, Unanimously approved.

Case No. 02-19C – 10727 Big Bend Blvd– Zoning B-3 – LNB Architecture & Interiors Inc., applicant.  New office building.  Mike Chiodini made a motion to continue case to explore other design options.  Curt Rafferty seconded motion.  Unanimously approved.
