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KIRKWOOD LANDMARKS COMMISSION MINUTES

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

1. Approval of Minutes – Motion to approve the March 13, 2019 meeting minutes as submitted by Comr. Brauer, seconded by Comr. Rubright and unanimously approved.

2. Certificate of Appropriateness
a. Case #03-19 Amended, 401 Clark Ave. (Landmark #16, Hazard House, East Monroe National Register District) – Alex Blaes presented minor change to new detached garage including elimination of the exterior stairs and man door at the half story space.  Ms. Lowry said that was her understanding the property owner would like the option to add the stairs and door later.  Comr. Raimist suggested that the builder add a rough framing for a door or window so that either may more easily be added later.  Comr. Worley made a motion to approve the plans for the detached garage without the exterior stair and the half-story door with the caveat that the stairs and door may be added later without returning to the Landmarks Commission.  Comr. Rubright seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
b. Case #06-19, 220 Orrick Ln. (North Taylor Local and National Register Districts) – Steve Bieber of Destination Pools presented plans for a new in-ground pool. The homeowner requested rounded corners for the concrete around the rectangular pool.  The Commission discussed screening for the pool equipment which will be located near the side of the house behind the HVAC equipment.  Comr. Andel suggested shrubbery rather than fencing for screening.  Mr. Bieber said that he would suggest Emerald Giant arborvitae.  Comr. Andel made a motion in Case No. 6-19 at 220 Orrick Lane to approve the pool design, location and materials as submitted with a suggestion to use landscaping to screen the pool equipment.  Comr. Rubright seconded the motion and it passed unanimously

a. Citizens Comments/Seeking Advice to preserve their historic properties – none. 

4. Old Business
a. 2019 Favorite Building Awards – The Commission discussed the nominations and decided upon the awards.
b. Update on ongoing projects – Comrs. Raimist and Andel gave an update on the Landmarks Ordinance project.
