The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.  Comr. Andel arrived in time for discussion of the first case on the agenda

1. Approval of Minutes – Motion to approve the April 10, 2019 meeting minutes as submitted by Comr. Smith, seconded by Comr. Brauer and unanimously approved by the Commissioners in attendance (Brauer, Molen, Rubright, Worley, and Smith).

2. Certificate of Appropriateness
a. Case #07-19, 518 Scottsdale Rd. (Landmark #69, How Farm) – Demolition of home.  The original property, known as How Farm, dates to the 1840s and was said to be used at times in its history as a stagecoach stop, a tavern, and a saddlery.  Comr. Smith said that when the property was for sale in 1998, it was in fairly good condition, but need to be renovated.  Kris McCurdy discussed the current poor condition of the house and the additions from the 1890s, 1920s and 1970s.  He said that there are 3 exposed walls of the original log cabin.  Comr. Molen asked for a structural report from an engineer.  Comr. Smith asked if any of the historic materials may be saved – perhaps to be part of a new proposed structure.  The Commission will set the demolition for public hearing at the July 10 Landmarks meeting and visit the site on June 22 at 10:00 a.m.
b. Case #19-17 Amended, 326 E. Jefferson Avenue (Jefferson-Argonne Historic District) – Fred Bruning presented plans for the substitution of wrought iron hand rails for wood on the new home currently under construction.  Comr. Worley made a motion to approve the plans for substitution of wrought iron hand rails for wood at 326 E. Jefferson Ave.  Comr. Brauer seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
