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Pursuant to notice of meeting duly given, the Landmarks Commission met in the City Council Chambers. Present: Commissioners Judith Brauer, Andrew Raimist, Robert Rubright, Walter Smith, Jessica Worley and Staff Liaison Amy Lowry.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.  

I. Approval of Minutes – Motion to approve the July 10, 2019 meeting minutes as submitted by Comr. Brauer, seconded by Comr. Rubright and unanimously approved.

II. Certificate of Appropriateness
a. Case #07-2019, 518 Scottsdale Rd. (Landmark #69, How Farm) – The home is under a 270-day stay of demolition. Mark Scheipeter of Schei Home Building, representing the owners under contract, discussed Tim Kilby’s report that was provided to the Commission and presented sketches for a new home to be built using some of the logs in the front porch.  Mr. Scheipeter’s clients do not wish to retain the existing house or log cabin, but Mr. Kilby has assured him that there is interest in the private market for log cabins for purchase, disassembling and reassembling elsewhere.  The logs beneath the subfloor would be available for use in the new house on the property.  The Commission discussed the design of the new home and how they felt it would fit the existing neighborhood.  Ms. Lowry will make enquiries as to a public option for saving the log cabin.  The Commission requested that Mr. Scheipeter return in September with a plan for reuse of the log cabin.
b. Case #08-2019, 525 E. Argonne Dr. (Landmark #52, McElroy-King-Ambler House) – Ed Heine of Agape construction presented plans for a new front porch, alterations to the side porch, and alterations to the gutters, eaves and cornices.  Mr. Heine provided evidence that the house previously had a porch: the 1926/49 Sanborn map shows a covered porch on the house, either a doorway or a triple hung window on the 2nd floor appear to access a porch, and there is an alteration to the siding on the façade to indicate the existence of a porch.  No photos could be found, but Mr. Heine provided photos of 116 Woodlawn Avenue and 549 E. Argonne Drive that were built around the same time in the same Italianate style.  The screened-in porch replacement will use permacast columns instead of wood, an EZ Breeze screen system, and a 3/12 pitch shingled roof.  A new metal gutter in the same ogee profile as the existing wood gutter is proposed with a rebuilding of the eave, a new gutter board, and fiberglass replacement brackets.  The brackets will be painted white and will have the same geometry, but not the same profile as the existing brackets.  Comrs. Worley and Raimist expressed concern about the balustrade on top of the porch.  Comr. Rubright made a motion in Case Number 08-2019 to approve the alterations to the side porch; the existing gutter, eaves and cornice; and the covered front porch with additional work on adjusting the details of the porch.  Comr. Raimist seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
