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Pursuant to notice of meeting duly given, the Landmarks Commission met in the City Council Chambers. Present: Commissioners Lynn Andel, Ryan Molen, Andrew Raimist, Robert Rubright, and Staff Liaison Amy Lowry.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.  

I. Approval of Minutes – Motion to approve the September 11, 2019 meeting minutes as submitted by Comr. Raimist, seconded by Comr. Andel and unanimously approved.

II. Certificate of Appropriateness
a. Case #09-2019, 598 N. Taylor Ave. (Landmark #25, Holmes-Mitchell House) – Homeowner Art McDonnell presented revised plans for repairs and rebuilding the wall structure in his rear yard.  Mr. McDonnell noted that Peter Seltzer, a renowned Kirkwood landscape architect, had originally designed the formal garden with the brick walls, wrought iron gates and fountain.  Some of the walls and columns will be re-built using brick at the site and old brick the contractor will purchase.  Comr. Raimist made a motion in Case #09-2019 to approve the plans for the walls and fences as submitted.  Comr. Rubright seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
b. Case #10-2019, 334 E. Jefferson Ave. (Jefferson-Argonne Historic District) – Jim Hotop presented plans for a new detached garage and explained the changes requested by the Architectural Review Board.  He said that the vinyl on the garage will match the vinyl on the house.  Comr. Rubright made a motion in Case #10-2019 to approve the plans for the new detached garage with the changes as proposed by the ARB (windows to have consistent grids and be constructed with sills and aprons; change the octagonal window to be square or rectangular with shutters; and add a window to the side or rear).  Comr. Raimist seconded the motion and it passed unanimously

III. New Business
Citizens Comments/Seeking Advice to preserve their historic properties – none.

IV. Old Business
Sugar Creek Ranch – Jessica Senne, an architect and homeowner in Sugar Creek Ranch, presented a draft document with the history and suggested design guidelines for the proposed Sugar Creek Ranch historic district.  The Commissioners suggested that Ms. Senne add more details to the history of the subdivision. Comr. Raimist asked whether there were floor plans, whether new construction would need to be post and beam or just appear to be post and beam; and whether roof trusses would be allowed.  Because the Commissioners did not have a long amount of time for consideration of the document, they agreed to review it in the next week and Ms. Lowry would get back to Ms. Senne with any comments.
