Pursuant to notice of meeting duly given, the Kirkwood Urban Forestry Commission convened on February 25, 2020 at Kirkwood City Hall, 139 S. Kirkwood Road, Kirkwood, Missouri. 
I. Call To Order: The meeting was called to order at 7:00pm by Chair Joe Day. 
II. Secretary Report:  Motion was made by Linda Holekamp and seconded by Andy Baldridge to approve minutes as submitted. Minutes from the January 28th meeting of the Commission were approved unanimously.
III. Tree Removal Requests:  None.
IV. Citizen Comments:  None.
V. Urban Forester Report: Cory Meyer reported that we are coming up towards the end of the budget year. By year end approximately 160-170 trees will have been removed from the ROW, mostly because they were hazardous. To date, 155 have been removed. The Electric department’s tree contract was passed and they will start on 4/1/20. The plan is to do select removal of certain trees under power lines as they do their trimming work. There will need to be resident education on this process. New, more appropriate trees will be planted. Our tree inventory software contract will be up for renewal next year. In response to a question there was a discussion about the potential for a tree storage/staging site that could potentially hold 50-100 trees.
VI. ACTIVITY REPORTS
a. Junior TreeKeepers Program: Linda Holekamp reported that she, Carol Rush, Barb Sandhagen, former member Priscilla Ward, and school district representatives had met to review the feedback received on the Junior TreeKeeper Field Day and had discussed the logistics for involving a second school and doubling the number of kids in attendance. At this time the plan is to keep the same stations and presentations but at each station there will be another person to do a break out session and then swap. Members will review the current supplies on hand to use at events before ordering more. Linda said she would contact presenters soon to determine their availability. An additional meeting will be planned for early May.

NEW BUSINESS:  Joe Day arranged for a bar code to be tied to the commission’s webpage. He will email it to staff so they can work on a display poster of some kind to be used at events.
