[bookmark: _GoBack]Pursuant to notice of meeting duly given, the Kirkwood Urban Forestry Commission convened on July 28, 2020 via Zoom for a virtual meeting due to the COVID-19 pandemic. 
I. Call To Order: The meeting was called to order at 7:05pm by Chair Joe Day. 
II. Secretary Report:  Motion was made by Mike Hankins  and seconded by Barb Sandhagen  to approve minutes as submitted. Minutes from the June 23, 2020  meeting of the Commission were approved unanimously.
III. Tree Removal Requests:  None.
IV. Urban Forester Report: Cory Meyer reported on the general health of the urban forest. There are 67 dead/hazardous trees that need to be removed. Pruning has resumed and right now is being done around the schools.  He anticipates that pruning will need to stop and money transferred to take care of the list of necessary tree removals. Planting will be postponed this Fall. He is working on a list for 50 Trees for planting sites. He will be able to get free trees from Forest ReLeaf. Trees that were planted along Northlin and Southlin are doing well. He is updating the tree inventory to reflect locations where trees have been removed and new trees planted.
V. ACTIVITY REPORTS
a. Junior TreeKeepers Program: With Linda Holekamp’s retirement from the commission another member needs to volunteer to oversee this program  Tanner Craft volunteered. Linda had provided a final update on where the Field Day stood. At this time it is unknown as to what the school district will decide to do in the Fall and if they remain interested and if so, in what fashion. There was discussion about the potential of videoing lessons. Joe Day suggested a subcommittee. More information needs to be obtained from the school district.
b. Education and Outreach:   The commission is still scheduled for one side of a utility insert in October. Topics suggested previously included information on the 8 year maintenance/pruning cycle and the disease attacking Sycamore trees. Cory and Georgia will work on a draft which the commission can review next month.
