NEW BUSINESS

Introductions — All members introduced themselves and their area of expertise.

Purpose and Goals of Committee — The committee’s purpose is to begin to develop  a reputable visual arts program within the KPAC. 

Rick Duplissie explained how the current and previous showings have been managed. The Robert Dick artworks were donated to KPAC. Issues associated with inventory, conservation and storage of a “permanent collection of art” were discussed. Replacement of the current system for hanging artwork with a less visually intrusive system was discussed. Zoe provided some information she had gathered about systems and cost and will forward photos and details to committee members before next meeting. 

Various members provided their expertise regarding steps to get the program rolling as smoothly and quickly ASAP.  Zoe noted that there are at least 3 separate areas within the KPAC that are suitable for hanging 2-D art, which would enable multiple artists’ works to be displayed simultaneously. It was agreed that the program should begin by planning 3 exhibition openings in 2022 that focusing solely on 2-D art. The possibility of timing openings in coordination with theatre kick-offs was also discussed. The committee agreed that artists in the first show should be by invitation to local artists. This will enable the program to aim for a February opening. Specific date for hanging will be determined later. Rick said that the institution has funds to cover the cost of signage. Receptions will need to be handled by the KPAC’s contracted catering/beverage services. It was determined that a contingency fund of $1500 should be set-up for the first year’s exhibition costs. Art said the Foundation would probably be able to provide the funds. 




The members offered suggestions regarding methods and means of reaching out to Kirkwood artists who might be interested in an invitation to show. Mary Drastal will reach out to Heartland artists. Others on the committee will reach out to artists they know for advice. 
Means for handling sale and percentage of exhibition works was discussed.  No decisions made.

Available venues for publicity were discussed: City website, Commission’s Facebook Page, Parks and Rec Instagram, Kirkwood Monthly Art Calendar Email, Post Dispatch and Webster Kirkwood Times News and Calendar… 

Action Steps — April will write-up the invitation for distribution to Kirkwood artists. Mary will forward invitation to her Heartland members.
