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WORK SESSION MINUTES

A work session of the Kirkwood City Council was held on April 7, 2022 at 5:30 p.m. at Kirkwood City Hall, 139 S. Kirkwood Road, Kirkwood, Missouri. Present were Mayor Griffin, Council Members Duwe, Gibbons, Sears, Ward, Wurtz and Zimmer. Also in attendance were Chief Administrative Officer Russell Hawes, Assistant Chief Administrative Officer David Weidler, City Clerk Laurie Asche, Deputy City Clerk Kim Sansegraw, Public Services Director Bill Bensing, City Engineer Chris Krueger, Communications Manager Freddy Doss and Assistant City Attorney Sarah White. 
URBAN FORESTRY COMMISSION ANNUAL REPORT

Carol Rush, Chair of the Urban Forestry Commission presented the 2021 Kirkwood Urban Forestry Commission (KUFC) Annual Report to the Council. The annual Arbor Day Tree planting and Proclamation was held on April 24, 2021 at the Kirkwood Performing Arts Center. The commission received eight requests for tree removals and all were approved. Kirkwood Street Tree Inventory is currently in maintenance mode as trees are planted and removed. The commission has re-vamped the Kirkwood Junior Treekeepers program which includes working through the Parks and Recreation Department.  KUFC also had a booth at the Greentree Festival staffed with KUFC members and will do so again for 2022. 2021 completed Kirkwood’s 30th year as a Tree City USA designee from the Missouri Department of Conservation. The commission worked with the City’s Communication Manager to publish forestry related information as part of a utility bill insert. 
There was a discussion about the Commission assessing and making recommendations on trees where building will be occurring. 

Suggestion was made to work with the Kirkwood School District again for the Junior Treekeepers program. 

STREETS DISCUSSION

Public Services Director Bill Bensing and City Engineer Chris Krueger distributed a handout which included costs and number of miles of streets treated under the proposed current street program. Under the current street program, approximately 5.8 miles of street would be treated at a cost of approximately $2 million. If concrete curbs were added to the current street program, the cost would be $4.7 million. Reconstruction of the current street program would be $7.4 million.  Street reconstruction would allow for 1.4 miles to be treated with the $1.8 million FY23 budget funding. Pavement preservation is best practice and treating the worst first. Currently, staff is splitting the budgeted funds 70/30 with 70% going to asphalt roads and 30% going to concrete roads. There are some streets that need total reconstruction now and pavement preservation would not work. 
A discussion was held and it was the consensus of council to move forward with the current street program and discuss plans for FY24 in a future work session.
