for Sculpture on the Move Decision

The meeting was called to order at 4:00 PM by Zoe Perkins, Chairperson. In attendance:  Zoe Perkins, Jim Erwin, Ellen Edman, Erika Whittaker, April Morris, Stefani Kirkland, Deanna Stevenson, Andrew Smith, Kyle Henke (Staff Liaison).  Absent and excused: Rick Duplisse, Glenda Hares.

CITIZEN COMMENTS – There were no citizen comments. 

PRIOR TO THIS MEETING — It was determined that The Kiss will be moved to a new permanent location; therefore, for logistical and fiscally responsible reasons its current location in downtown Kirkwood is the site for which we would be selecting a sculpture. 
Commissioners were each sent a link for private review of Sculpture on the Move Program submissions available for draft selection and asked to consider them in light of the known and unknown facts.

Knowns:  Sizes of desirable sculptures available, its prominent space in downtown and expenses associated with the temporary acquisition.  And, according to CCA guidelines, participants in the draft process are required to select at least one sculpture; thereby requiring the commission to pre-select 24 works. (the number of municipalities participating in the draft).

[bookmark: _GoBack]Unknowns:  Our order in the line of selection, condition of the sculpture, repair and/or maintenance costs. Also, the possible need to remove The Kiss before a permanent location is approved.

DISCUSSION TO DETERMINE 2022 PARTICIPATION IN SCULPTURE ON THE MOVE PROGRAM — The commission met via Zoom to discuss whether there were enough compelling sculptures that met the site criteria to warrant undertaking the lengthy selection process leading to the draw and the limitations associated with drawing a late order for selecting. 

Members generally agreed there is community value in supporting the program’s rotating artworks, and it was noted that we still have two participating sculptures — rotating out next year. While two members initially supported participation, only one member felt they could select 24 suitable works.  Upon discussion, the commission determined that there were not enough pieces large enough or suitable for the location to warrant the odds of us participating in the draft and getting our choice. Also taken into consideration was the fact that our newly formed Outdoor Sculpture Committee has begun meeting to determine goals and priorities for outdoor sculpture in the city. 

The commission voted unanimously to not participate this year in the Sculpture on the Move draft.
