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Making Music Concert Series Committee
Meeting Minutes

IN ATTENDANCE:  Erika Whittaker, Mike Malloy, Art McDonnell, Zoe Perkins and Kyle Henke were present for the meeting.

The meeting was called to order at 5:14 p.m.

I. CITIZEN COMMENTS - None

II. APPROVAL OF FEBRUARY MEETING MINUTES
Mike moved to approve the minutes, Art seconded, minutes approved.

III. DISCUSSION TOPICS
A. Review the 2023 concert schedule	
The committee suggested that Erika try to get Tim Cunningham for the still-open date of August 19th. (This has been done and Tim C. is confirmed for 8/19.)

B. 2023 Marketing Materials
The committee reviewed what we did last year for marketing/publicity and agreed on the following:
1. Season brochure (print 1,000 copies)
2. Posters (print 40)
3. Business cards (get a quote from Vista Print for 1,000 and 1,500)
4. WKT ads (Erika has already secured ad space for all concert ads – 8 total)
5. Utility insert (Erika will contact Katherine Hessel to get on the May insert – done)
6. Park digital sign (Kyle will coordinate with Sheri on this)
7. Monthly Kirkwood Arts Calendars (Erika will provide info to Katherine each month)
8. Facebook posts (Erika will provide posts to Katherine each month)
9. Vinyl banners (Kyle will coordinate getting these hung around the park in mid- to late-May)
10. WKT articles (Mike will work with the WKT staff and try to get articles in an early June issue and an early October issue)
11. Kyle’s monthly park emails (Kyle will include information about the MMCS concerts in each of his monthly emails that he sends out to ~15,000 residents for the months of June, July, August and October)

C. Hospitality Station logistics
Art suggested that Erika purchase two 6-packs of beer and several bottles of water for each band and give the receipts to Mark L for reimbursement. 

D. Update on lighting at the amphitheater
1. Kyle reported that there are 13 lights over the stage area in the amphitheater and each light will cost $815 to replace.  Kyle said that he will likely only replace the ones that are not currently working.


2. Kyle said he “should be able to” replace the house lights that are not working at the back of the venue.
3. Kyle will purchase 12 rechargeable lanterns for scattering throughout the lawn area at the top of the venue.
4. Kyle will look into getting a park employee (or City employee) to unlock the backstage room, light booth, help hang banners, etc., for each concert since there is not going to be a park intern this summer.  It was suggested that Kyle could offer to pay $100 per concert to whoever does this job.
