I. APPROVAL OF APRIL 2023 MEETING MINUTES
Art made a motion and Mike seconded.  Minutes were approved as written.

II. DISCUSSION TOPICS
A. Review of the 2023 concert season 
All agreed that the 2023 season was a big success with Ticket to the Beatles bringing our all-time biggest crowd and donations.  Diesel Island had a poor showing due to cold, misty weather.  Mike wants to have them back to the amphitheater this year to give them another chance at a good crowd. Southside Creole Playboys continue to draw a large crowd every year due to a committed fanbase. 

B. Discussion of bands for 2024 concert season
Many bands were discussed including the Southside Creole Playboys, Diesel Island, Ticket to the Beatles, Jeremiah Johnson, the Road Apples, Rocking Chair, Denise Thimes, Rock Opera, Skeet Rodgers & the Inner-City Blues Band, Northbound Train and a few others.  Erika has already contacted Ticket to the Beatles and the Southside Creole Playboys. Mike will contact Diesel Island and the Road Apples; and Rachel will contact Skeet Rodgers.  Erika will contact Jeremiah Johnson (if Bob is okay with that) and Northbound Train.

C. Update on lighting and other improvements at the amphitheater in 2024
Kyle reported that he has $8,000-$12,000 in his budget for new LED stage lighting at the amphitheater and it has been approved by the City Council.  Now he needs to submit RFPs. He cannot commit that the new lights will be installed prior to our first concert in June, but he’ll do his best.  Kyle will also ensure that the new lights are compatible with the existing lightboard in the booth.  Erika commented that the existing lightboard is ancient, and may have to be replaced in the coming years as well.
